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“Special” Music
The language of the Church seems to be one of the most sensitive issues that any worship

planner confronts. It is important to be deliberate when putting an “Order of Worship” together,
using only words that are universally understood and non-controversial. This is easier said than
done, because congregations are quite diverse in their understanding of language, and our
members come from many different worshipping traditions. What might be offensive to one indi-
vidual could actually comfort another. An obvious example of this is the use of the terms
“prelude” or “postlude” when referring to the instrumental music that Layne offers from week to
week. These two words actually imply before (pre) and after (post) worship. This terminology
could demean the importance of the act and encourage socialization, instead of deliberate
worship. The truth is the offering of any musician during worship is a vital part of the service. If
one listens carefully, a holy encounter will certainly take place. Perhaps more “politically correct”
headings might be “Opening and Closing Voluntaries.”

Another phrase often found in orders of worship is “Special Music.” When I was in
seminary, the phrase was received with outrage by several of my colleagues. The rationale
behind this outrage was concisely expressed by the quick response: “All music in worship is
special!” Well, of course! The hymns that we sing, the instrumental music, the anthems, the
solos… all of it is special, and God can and will transform it into a wonderful glimpse of the “Glory
of God,” even as we offer it in corporate worship!

During the months of July and August, the Chancel Choir traditionally takes a well
deserved break. For these two months, members of the congregation, families, small groups
such as Sunday school classes, etc. are invited and encouraged to prepare and offer music during
one or both of our two Sunday services of worship. If you would like to reserve a date to sing or
play an instrument in worship, please contact me (joanwooden@hotmail.com). By the way, in our
“Order of Worship,” your music might be called an “Act of Praise” or simply an “Offertory.”
Without a doubt, however, it will also be very special! God will use your gifts to deepen our
experience and understanding of the Holy One through worship.

Upper Level Parking on Sundays

Trinity has a limited number of parking spaces
available on the upper level, in front of the school,
which allow persons to make their way into the
sanctuary and Null Building without having to climb
steps or move up a steep ramp.

Several years ago the trustees designated this
upper parking lot “reserved for persons with mobility
needs”. It is not required that you have a disabled
license plate or placard to use the spaces. It is
appreciated if you will respect the needs of others.

Persons with significant mobility impairments
sometimes have trouble finding an empty parking space
on the upper level. In some cases, they simply give up
and leave. In other cases, they manage the steps or
ramp with some difficulty.

Before you park on the upper level on Sunday,
please ask yourself if your mobility impairment is
serious enough to prevent you from climbing the steps
or moving up the ramp. If it is, please park on the
upper level. If it’s not, please park below and allow
someone who needs a space on the upper level to find
it.
